The entire state of Arkansas is designated as an Enterprise Zone under the Advantage Arkansas Program. The program provides income tax credits and sales and use tax refunds to qualifying businesses that create new jobs as a result of location, expansion, or facility modernization projects anywhere in Arkansas.
Create Rebate Program
Negotiated by the Arkansas Department of Economic Development
Businesses hiring specified net new full-time permanent employees within 24 months after completion of an approved expansion and/or new location project may be eligible for the Create Rebate Program.
Under terms negotiated by the Arkansas Department of Economic Development, this program provides businesses a financial incentive, to be used for a specific purpose, from 3.9 to 5 percent of the annual payroll of the net new full-time permanent employees.

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Work together: Development of Jefferson area will require teamwork 

Like many other planned commercial expansions, this project will have to walk a fine line between the need to develop business/industry locally and those of residents who live near the proposed development site. Too little development and the project won't be beneficial to investors and business owners; too much and the rights of homeowners will be infringed. 

Yet by working with a coalition of landowners, and working with the city to get the best commercial use out of the land, those who want to develop the area should be able to balance each groups' needs without shortchanging one or the other. Seeking a fair compromise is the only way to keep all camps happy. 

No doubt businesses contribute greatly to the revenue impact of the towns where they operate. Taxes businesses pay to cities; counties and states help supplement taxes paid by homeowners. And there's the convenience factor for people who live near retail outlets that provide goods and services they need. 

Striking a balance and working from a team concept with developers and landowners alike will help those promoting this commercial development hear concerns and make plans to mitigate them when possible. If homeowners are included in development decisions, rough spots can be identified early and are far less likely to become permanent sticking points in future years.

The Texarkana, Ark., Planning Commission has approved a tentative zoning plan for the development of more than 500 acres north of Interstate 30 between Jefferson and North State Line avenues. 

The North Texarkana Development Organization is composed of residents who own property in the area of potential development. 

Having already met with city officials on several occasions and chosen NAI American Realty Company to represent them, the organization's next step is to clear out land to begin development. 

"We'll start with the areas closest to the Interstate, because of its high visibility," said Dr. Mitchell Young, acting chair of the organization. "But NAI will have sole responsibility in attracting businesses to the area." 

Jerry Brewer, CEO of NAI American Realty, stated competitive assembling and marketing of the land would be key to successful development.
